Biohazardous Waste Material

Biohazardous waste kits are in the clinic office storage room. They contain rubber gloves,
Cavicide disinfectant, bleach solution, paper towels, alcohol swabs, tissues, and an orange biohazardous
trash bag. Rubber gloves should be worn when blood or other bodily secretions are present. If bloodied
materials need to be disposed of while in the clinic, please disinfect material with Cavicide solution and
place it in the orange biohazardous trash bag. The trash can for biohazardous material is available in the
resource room. Immediately call 8311 when on campus for biohazardous waste pick-up.
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
